As you know we have a big problemin our country which occurred after the
announcementf presidentialelectionresultsat the endof last year. Theriots that broke
seriouslyaffectedthe Rift Valley provinceand the whole of WesternKenya.!We, in
Easternprovincewere not affectedby the riots and there was peacebut we could not
enjoyour peacewith the wrangling betweenopposingpolitical partiesaboutthe dispute«
presidentiakelectionresults.At the momentwe are keepingour fingerscrossedvaiting for
the results of Annanmediationgroup of PNUand ODMpolitical parties. We are praying
that the resultswill bepositivesothat the peacewe haveenjoyedn this countryfor many
yearscan be restored.All the samewe are preparingfor your visit becausewne believe
things are going to change for better.

Thegovernmenthas madesecondaryeducationmore affordableby providing fundsto
schoolsStudentdn day secondaryschoolswill now pay for lunchanduniformonly while
thosein boardingschoolswill pay a maximumof Ksh.18,000.0@er year for boardinganc
other services, but college fees remain unchanged.

Bright RoseAcademyis doingwell. Theenrolmenthasincreasedrom 169 childrenlast
yearto morethan 230 this year. Thedonationyou madeto the schoollast yearwas very
much appreciated.The moneywas usedto wire the whole schoolfor electricity but
electricity has not beeninstalled yet. However,this year we have boughta generato
which is now beingusedto light the school.Thankvery muchfor your kind gesturein
donating the money.
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
